As many of you know, the Mid-Winter IBT meeting was held in Rayne, LA.  There were many 
Motions tabled but here are two that were acted upon that are of interest to us.  The financial 
health of WBCCI was shown to be deteriorating, with losses from the International Rally in 
Madison and an operating budget deficit combining for significant annual loss that will be about 
$150,000.  Two Motions to reduce the budgets for International and Regional Officers by 25% and 
10% respectively were passed.  A Motion was also passed to increase annual International dues 
from $55 to $65 for next year.  None of these changes will result in a balanced budget for 
2010/2011. Rather, the hope is that a new marketing effort will increase membership and 
generate new revenues.

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Question:  I recently received a letter from a fellow AirForum 

member asking about bicycling around Penn Wood and I 
thought that information may be helpful to other Penn Wood 
members.  So here is my response. 
 
 

Dear Wally,  
 

Thanks for your letter on biking around Penn Wood.  Your main

area.  Secondly, you said your wife, Byamie, is afraid to ride on the roads after hearing about all 
of the έōƛōƭŜ ǘƘǳƳǇƛƴƎέΣ Ǝǳƴ ǘƻting rednecks in pickups driving drunk on  ά!ǊΩƴ /ƛǘȅ ōŜŜǊΦέ  [Ŝǘ 
me assure you that neither of these are a problem around Penn Wood.  Would you believe that 
ǿƛǘƘƛƴ ŀƴ ƘƻǳǊΩǎ ŘǊƛǾŜ ǘƘŜǊŜ are 68 miles of mostly level, paved trails that are completely off of 
any roads? 
 
One of our favorite rides is the Justus Trail that runs south from Franklin along the Allegheny 
River and is very flat for the 12.5 miles to a dirt section.  We often see mink, Baltimore orioles, 
bald eagles and deer on our morning rides.  You can pick up a map and visit the AVTA 
Association that built and maintains the trail at the Franklin trail head.  If you prefer, you can 
ride north to Oil City for about 10 miles.  Here you will see some active oil wells right beside the 
trail.  Both of these would be a good choice for your grandkids, Woody Penns and Airy Streams. 
 
If you want a little more excitement, try the Allegheny Trail going north from Emlenton, where 
you pass through two (2) old railroad tunnels.  If you ride this trail be sure to take a good set of 
lights.  Another neat ride is the Sandy Creek Trail that goes through a tunnel (no lights 
required) that received an engineering award for its design.  Further down that trail you pass 
over the Allegheny River on an abandoned railroad bridge that has been redone for bicycles.  
This trail is 9 miles long and fully paved. 
 
The last trail I would mention is the Oil Creek Trail that leads you from just outside of Oil City to 
Titusville going past DrakeΩs well, the first oil well ever drilled.  As you approach the Oil Museum 
you will hear the sound of the one (1) lug engine powering an old fashioned well pump along 
with several other exhibits.  You can ride any of these trails on all types of bicycles from Tour de 
France racers to beach cruisers 
 
I could go on and on about several other trails but I will stop here by 
saying that Pennsylvania has more rail trails than any other state.
