Greetings,

Our campground and buildings look great! Thanks to
the many hands who prepared the campground for
our opening. Although the weather wasn't
cooperating people mustered through the snow, rain
and many cold days to complete the tasks.

The first campground meeting was well attended.
Some of the issues discussed were our financial
position, equipment needed to do some of the heavy
work ahead of us and a new TV for the pavilion.

Our financial position improved due in part to many
off road guests, other units using our facilities for
their rallies and selective tree cutting which yielded
$9900.00. Our total cash on hand at the end of April
exceeded $61,000.00.

We will be purchasing a wood chipper which will help
in the cleanup of the many tree tops left by the
loggers.

The Board decided to purchase a large screen TV for
the pavilion. We have been using the current video
equipment more often which is wearing out. Many
leasees enjoy gathering together in the pavilion to
watch a ball game or some other program of
interest. Rallies are also using the equipment more
often.

Note:

Before the campground opened, infrastructure
improvements were made. Our old water pumps
failed so one of the pumps was rebuilt and a new
pump purchased as a backup.

The septic system improvements are a new transfer
pump to transfer waste from the campground to

the holding tanks across the creek; a good pump
installed at the septic system; and two new floats
that transfer liquid from one tank to another.

The Board is very conscious of the consequences
we would face if the water system or septic system
failed for any length of time.

Members of our Board of Directors and their team
members have worked tirelessly to insure that all
functions are operational so that we can enjoy this
beautiful campground with uninterrupted services.
That isn't to say that nothing can break but

the improvements that have been made

should minimize that from happening.

Penn Wood Campground for current members and
future generation of Airstreamers.
